amending Rule 5.5 of the Rules of Professional Conduct,

IT ISHEREBY ORDERED, ADJUDGED AND DECREED THAT:

Part 1. Rule5.5(c) of the LouisianaRules of Professional Conduct beandis

hereby amended to read as follows:

RULE 5.5. UNAUTHORIZED PRACTICE OF LAW

A lawyer shall not:

(c) employ, contract with as a consultant, engage as an
Independent contractor, or otherwise joinin any other capacity,
In connection with the practice of law, any person the attorney
knows or reasonably should know isadisbarred attorney, during
the period of disbarment, or any person the attorney knows or
reasonably should know is an attorney who has permanently

resigned from the practice of law in lieu of discipline; or

Part 2. Thisrule change shall be applicable to any lawyer who is allowed to
permanently resign from the practice of law in lieu of discipline through any order,

judgment, or decree of the Court which becomes final after the effective date.



This rule change shall become effective upon signing and shall remainin full
force and effect thereafter until amended through future orders of this Court.
